The First Lesson: Acts 13: 44-52 

T he next sabbath almost the whole city gathered 
together to hear the word of God. But when the 

Jews saw the multitudes, they were filled with jealousy, 
and contradicted what was spoken by Paul, and reviled 
him. And Paul and Barnabas spoke out boldly, saying, 
“It was necessary that the word of God should be 
spoken first to you. Since you thrust it from you, and 
judge yourselves unworthy of eternal life, behold, we 
turn to the Gentiles. For so the Lord has commanded 
us, saying, ‘I have set you to be a light for the Gentiles, 
that you may bring salvation to the uttermost parts of 
the earth.’” And when the Gentiles heard this, they 
were glad and glorified the word of God; and as many 
as were ordained to eternal life believed. And the word 
of the Lord spread throughout all the region. But the 
Jews incited the devout women of high standing and 
the leading men of the city, and stirred up persecution 
against Paul and Barnabas, and drove them out of their 
district. But they shook off the dust from their feet 
against them, and went to Iconium. And the disciples 
were filled with joy and with the Holy Spirit.

The 4th Sunday after EasterτYear C 

 
Today, we begin the fifth week of celebrating the 
Resurrection of our Lord Jesus Christ. Each Sunday in 
the fifty days between Easter and Pentecost we 
explore the implications of Jesus’ dying and rising for 
our lives. 
 
Today we hear from John’s Gospel some of the Lord’s 
words on the night before his death. The Lord tells his 
friends that he is going away and gives them his final 
instructions, “the new commandment” to love one 
another as he loves us. 
 
This Sunday’s reading from the book of Revelation is 
a vision of the final consummation of God’s kingdom. 
The redeemed rejoice in heaven as their union with 
Christ is sealed. The church is described as a bride 
eternally wed to her Savior. 
 
Today’s reading from Acts traces further the 
extension of the proclamation of Christ’s 
resurrection. Last Sunday we heard a sermon by Paul 
in a Jewish synagogue. Today the proclamation is to 
Gentiles who believe in the pagan gods. 
 
It is in our relationship of union with Christ in Baptism 
and communion that his love for us is revealed. Our 
liturgy here equips us to carry out our larger liturgy—
our work as God’s people—in loving others through 
ministry, service, and prayer. In that way the work of 
extending God’s kingdom will continue to spread in 
and through us, the Body of the risen Christ
