O  God, the King of glory, who hast exalted thine 
only Son Jesus Christ with great triumph unto thy 

kingdom in heaven: We beseech thee, leave us not  
comfortless, but send to us thine Holy Ghost to comfort 
us, and exalt us unto the same place whither our Savior 
Christ is gone before; who liveth and reigneth with thee 
and the same Holy Ghost, one God, world without end.

The First Lesson: Acts 16:16-34 

A s we were going to the place of prayer, we were 
met by a slave girl who had a spirit of divination 

and brought her owners much gain by soothsaying. She 
followed Paul and us, crying, “These men are servants 
of the Most High God, who proclaim to you the way of 
salvation.” And this she did for many days. But Paul was 
annoyed, and turned and said to the spirit, “I charge 
you in the name of Jesus Christ to come out of her.” 
And it came out that very hour. But when her owners 
saw that their hope of gain was gone, they seized Paul 
and Silas and dragged them into the market place 
before the rulers; and when they had brought them to 
the magistrates they said, “These men are Jews and 
they are disturbing our city. They advocate customs 
which it is not lawful for us Romans to accept or 
practice.” The crowd joined in attacking them; and the 
magistrates tore the garments off them and gave 
orders to beat them with rods. And when they had 
inflicted many blows upon them, they threw them into 
prison, charging the jailer to keep them safely. Having 
received this charge, he put them into the inner prison 
and fastened their feet in the stocks. But about 
midnight Paul and Silas were praying and singing hymns

to God, and the prisoners were listening to them, and 
suddenly there was a great earthquake, so that the 
foundations of the prison were shaken; and 
immediately all the doors were opened and every one’s 
fetters were unfastened. When the jailer woke and saw 
that the prison doors were open, he drew his sword 
and was about to kill himself, supposing that the 
prisoners had escaped. But Paul cried with a loud voice, 
“Do not harm yourself, for we are all here.” And he 
called for lights and rushed in, and trembling with fear 
he fell down before Pauland Silas, and brought them 
out and said, “Men, what must I do to be saved?” And 
they said, “Believe in the Lord Jesus, and you will be 
saved, you and your household.” And they spoke the 
word of the Lord to him and to all that were in his 
house. And he took them the same hour of the night, 
and washed their wounds, and he was baptized at 
once, with all his family. Then he brought them up into 
his house, and set food before them; and he rejoiced 
with all his household that he had believed in God.

The 7th Sunday after EasterτYear C 

 
Today we begin the final week of celebrating the 
victory Christ won over sin and death at Easter. 
 
There were three aspects to that victory: Jesus’  
resurrection, his ascension into heaven, and his 
sending of the Holy Spirit. Last Thursday, the church 
celebrated the Ascension, and in today’s liturgy it is 
commemorated again. But added to that is the theme 
of waiting for the Holy Spirit to come upon the 
church, empowering it for ministry. 
 
Today’s Gospel reading is a portion of the “High 
Priestly Prayer” of Jesus for all his followers. This 
prayer, which he offered on the night before his 
death, was fulfilled at Easter. That unity between us 
and him, for which he prayed, was accomplished in 
the Resurrection, the Ascension, and giving of the 
Spirit. We become united in his Spirit and his love by 
means of Holy Baptism and the Holy Eucharist. 
 
In our reading from Acts today, we hear how 
powerfully God’s Spirit was at work in Paul and his 
friends. He and Silas were rescued from prison by an 
earthquake. As a result, the jailer was so impressed 
that he listened to their message, believed, and was 
baptized along with his family. The second reading is 
the concluding verses of the book of Revelation, in 
which the Lord’s promise to return is anticipated. 
 
Today’s liturgy, then, looks forward to next Sunday, 
when we celebrate God’s presence with us in the 
Holy Spirit and the Spirit’s gifts to us, equipping us to 
make Christ known to all people.
