The Epistle: Hebrews 11:8-16 

B y faith Abraham obeyed when he was called to go 
out to a place which he was to receive as an 

inheritance; and he went out, not knowing where he 
was to go. By faith he sojourned in the land of promise, 
as in a foreign land, living in tents with Isaac and Jacob, 
heirs with him of the same promise. For he looked 
forward to the city which has foundations, whose 
builder and maker is God. By faith Sarah herself 
received power to conceive, even when she was past 
the age, since she considered him faithful who had 
promised. Therefore from one man, and him as good as 
dead, were born descendants as many as the stars of 
heaven and as the innumerable grains of sand by the 
seashore. These all died in faith, not having received 
what was promised, but having seen it and greeted it 
from afar, and having acknowledged that they were 

strangers and exiles on the earth. For people who speak 
thus make it clear that they are seeking a homeland. If 
they had been thinking of that land from which they 
had gone out, they would have had opportunity to 
return. But as it is, they desire a better country, that is, 
a heavenly one. Therefore God is not ashamed to be 
called their God, for he has prepared for them a city.

Jesus often spoke of the cost of following him, as he 
ŘƻŜǎ ƛƴ ǘƻŘŀȅΩǎ ǊŜŀŘƛƴƎ ŦǊƻƳ [ǳƪŜΦ WŀƳŜǎ ŀƴŘ WƻƘƴ 
are quite willing to use power against those who 
refused Jesus, but following him is harder. It means 
putting our old life behind and beginning a new way 
of living and a new way of relating to others. 
 
Elisha is also called by God, in his case to accept the 
mantle of Elijah, to follow him and take his place 
when the time comes. Unlike the followers of Jesus, 
Elisha may stop to take care of his old life. Also, unlike

We are free because our new life, into which we are 
growing, is the life of God. 
 
We are followers, disciples, of Christ. Baptism began 
a new life for us, and just as newly born infants must 
be fed, nurtured, and taught how to grow up human, 
so God is feeding, nurturing, and teaching us so that 
we may grow up into Christ. This eucharistic 
celebration is a primary means of this work of God in 
us.
