The First Lesson: Acts 2:1-11 

W hen the day of Pentecost had come, the 
disciples were all together in one place.

suddenly a sound came from heaven like the rush of a 
mighty wind, and it filled all the house where they were 
sitting. And there appeared to them tongues as of fire, 
distributed and resting on each one of them. And they 
were all filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak in 
other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance. Now 
there were dwelling in Jerusalem Jews, devout men 
from every nation under heaven. And at this sound the 
multitude came together, and they were bewildered, 
because each one heard them speaking in his own 
language. And they were amazed and wondered, 
saying, “Are not all these who are speaking Galileans? 
And how is it that we hear, each of us in his own native 
language? Parthians and Medes and Elamites and 
residents of Mesopotamia, Judea and Cappadocia, 
Pontus and Asia, Phrygia and Pamphylia, Egypt and the 
parts of Libya belonging to Cyrene, and visitors from 
Rome, both Jews and proselytes, Cretans and Arabians, 
we hear them telling in our own tongues the mighty 
works of God.”

The Epistle: 1 Corinthans 12: 4-13 

N ow there are varieties of gifts, but the same Spirit; 
and there are varieties of service, but the same 

Lord; and there are varieties of working, but it is the 
same God who inspires them all in every one. To each is 
given the manifestation of the Spirit for the common 
good. To one is given through the Spirit the utterance 
of wisdom, and to another the utterance of knowledge 
according to the same Spirit, to another faith by the 
same Spirit, to another gifts of healing by the one Spirit, 
to another the working of miracles, to another 
prophecy, to another the ability to distinguish between 
spirits, to another various kinds of tongues, to another 
the interpretation of tongues. All these are inspired by 

one and the same Spirit, who apportions to each one 
individually as he wills. For just as the body is one and 
has many members, and all the members of the body, 
though many, are one body, so it is with Christ. For by 
one Spirit we were all baptized into one body—Jews or 
Greeks, slaves or free—and all were made to drink of 
one Spirit.

The Holy Gospel: Saint John 14:8-17 

P hilip said to Jesus, “Lord, show us the Father, and we shall be satisfied.” Jesus said to him, “Have I 
been with you so long, and yet you do not know me, 
Philip? He who has seen me has seen the Father; how 
can you say, ‘show us the Father’? Do you not believe 
that I am in the Father and the Father in me? The 
words that I say to you I do not speak on my own 
authority; but the Father who dwells in me does his 
works. Believe me that I am in the Father and the 
Father in me; or else believe me for the sake of the 
works themselves. Truly, truly, I say to you, he who 
believes in me will also do the works that I do; and 
greater works than these will he do, because I go to the 
Father. Whatever you ask in my name, I will do it, that 
the Father may be glorified in the Son; if you ask 
anything in my name, I will do it. If you love me, you 
will keep my commandments. And I will pray the 
Father, and he will give you another Counselor, to be 
with you for ever, even the Spirit of truth, whom the 
world cannot receive, because it neither sees him nor 
knows him; you know him, for he dwells with you, and 
will be in you.”

The Day of PentecostτYear C 

 
Welcome on this fiftieth day of Easter. (The word 
Pentecost means “fiftieth day.”) Today we conclude the 
seven weeks of celebrating our redemption, shown forth 
in the resurrection and ascension of Jesus and in his 
sending of the Spirit of God to us. It is the presence of the 
Spirit in the church that makes God’s action in the dying, 
rising, and glorification of Jesus of more than historical 
interest. It is the continued presence of the Holy Spirit that 
incorporates our lives into the risen life of Christ and 
makes us part of his Body. 
 
This celebration of the Holy Spirit is, therefore, one of the 
four times in the year when Holy Baptism is particularly 
significant in the liturgy. (The other three times are the 
Baptism of Our Lord, Easter, and All Saints’ Day.) It is in 
Baptism that we receive the Spirit and are made partakers 
in the resurrection life. In Baptism we are made new 
members of the company of the apostles, and we are sent 
forth in the power of the Spirit to proclaim the risen Christ 
to people of every race and tongue and nation. 
 
In the Gospel reading today, Jesus, before his crucifixion, 
assures the disciples that his followers will continue the 
work of the Gospel after his departure. Indeed he will not 
be absent; he promises to dwell with his people through 
his Spirit, whom the Father will send. 
 
In the reading from Acts, we hear the account of the first 
Pentecost Day, when the apostles received the Spirit and 
proclaimed the gospel in many tongues. In the presence of 
people from many parts of the world, they spoke the 
Word to all. According to Jesus’ promise, the Holy Spirit 
descended on the infant church, empowering it to 
proclaim Jesus as Lord and to minister to all people 
 
The second reading, from 1 Corinthians, describes the 
work of God’s Spirit in the church. Each of us in Baptism 
has received the Spirit, and each has been given gifts for 
ministry. Our unity in the Spirit brings all those gifts 
together into the work of the people of God. 
 
We gather in the Eucharist as people reborn by water and 
the Holy Spirit in Baptism. Gifted with God’s Spirit, we are 
sent to proclaim good news to every people and language 
and nation and to be built into a royal priesthood in Christ.
