The Holy Gospel: Saint Luke 14: 1, 7-14

O ne sabbath when Jesus went to dine at the house

of a ruler who belonged to the Pharisees, they
were watching him. Now he told a parable to those
who were invited, when he marked how they chose the
places of honor, saying to them, “When you are invited
by any one to a marriage feast, do not sit down in a
place of honor, lest a more eminent man than you be
invited by him; and he who invited you both will come
and say to you, ‘Give place to this man,” and then you
will begin with shame to take the lowest place. But
when you are invited, go and sit in the lowest place, so
that when your host comes he may say to you, ‘Friend,
go up higher’; then you will be honored in the presence
of all who sit at table with you. For every one who
exalts himself will be humbled, and he who humbles
himself will be exalted.” He said also to the man who
had invited him, “When you give a dinner or a banquet,
do not invite your friends or your brothers or your
kinsmen or rich neighbors, lest they also invite you in
return, and you be repaid. But when you give a feast,
invite the poor, the maimed, the lame, the blind, and
you will be blessed, because they cannot repay you.
You will be repaid at the resurrection of the just.”

As we celebrate the holy meal of God’s people today,
the Gospel reading describes the basic attitude and
behavior of Christ’s followers in terms of a meal or
dinner party. The image of the feast is one of Jesus’
most common ways of talking about life in his
kingdom. Here it becomes the context for his
teaching that those with faith in God will live in self-
effacing love toward others rather than seeking to
claim privilege or superiority. Our sharing is to be
directed in particular to those least able to pay us
back.

The first reading comes from Ecclesiasticus, or the
Wisdom of Sirach. This passage sees human pride as
the source of unfaithfulness. The kind of pride
described here is that in which one places all one’s
confidence in personal ability and status. We are
reminded that such self-reliance is overturned by
God’s own plan of salvation.

In the last of a series of readings from the Letter to
the Hebrews, the writer shifts from a doctrinal
discourse on God’s plan to the response we are to
make to that plan in our own living. Simple and down
-to-earth kindness and hospitality are the marks of
those whose faith is in Jesus Christ.

As we celebrate in the Eucharist a foretaste of the
heavenly banquet, we are reminded that it is a
banquet in which all humanity is called to share—we
are reminded that we are sent to bring the world into
our gatherings and into the heavenly banquet.
