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The liturgy today has as its central reading the
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Christ, the Messiah of God. It was at this point that
Jesus revealed that his vocation was to suffer and die
and then to be raised. The vocation of his followers is
to be united with him and share in his dying and
rising.

The OIld Testament reading is a vision of the prophet
Zechariah which looks forward to the future salvation
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taken by the first Christians as an Old Testament
foreshadowing of the death and resurrection of Jesus,
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by faith. It is that faith, first professed by Peter, which
brings us into a living relationship with God. That
relationship transcends all human distinctions. Its
sign and meaning is in Baptism, the sacrament in
